The luxurious space, enhanced by the arabesque marble-effect surfaces in Optimum Arabescato Corchia 

Naturale (2.6 cm thick), is furnished with Origina Anta Profilo Telaio Legno in matt Grey Daytona 

lacquerwork. Across the island dedicated to washing – with an integrated sink in arabesque stoneware like 

the countertop – the portal composition includes wall units with blue glass fronts. Interestingly, 

the induction hob is seamlessly integrated into the work surface. Other standout furnishings include 

the Lapis bookcase with Eucalyptus laminate back, the winery area behind sliding doors, the Daniel table 

and the blue Aria chairs. 
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
